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This 1997 CD started life as a limited-

edition "bootleg” CDR from a live

recording comissioned by the artists.

Cover materials were originally
printed on our inkjet printer.
The CD was later released
commercially, with full

4-color process printing.

The design, which features gorgeous

outdoor photos by Charles Brewer,
was intended to convert easily to
full-color process printing later on.

The inside panel, featuring a collage

of candids taken at the gig,

is reproduced in smaller scale below.
